� 4- 1 yard pieces Ready to dye or pre-washed/ dried cotton fabric 
� Plastic sheeting or drop cloths for drying table 
� 4-6 large trash bags 
� Optional* Coarse Salt; various leaves; dry spaghetti, rice, open canvases 
� Paper Towels 
� Rubber or vinyl gloves 
� Masking tape; paper scissors 
� Paint Brushes of various sizes and other painting tools (Bring items that you 

may have around your home to experiment; at a minimum you may use 
kitchen sponges & Qtips) 

� Ice cube tray and small recycled plastic bowls (for palette)
