� Drawing Materials: Pencil, Eraser, Drawing or Tracing Paper, Quilt Ruler 
� Linoleum Cutting tools (Speedball brand found in art stores-print making section) 
� Various rubber stamps that you may have 
� Textured-nubby items (examples: sand paper; corrugated cardboard (sleeves from 

specialty coffees work great) 
� Box of Crayons (the more the better, glitter, metallic or pearl crayons work, too!) 
� (4 ) 14” squares of bleached 100% cotton muslin pre-washed and ironed (no starch) 
� Clover Quilt Marking tool (white plastic tool that presses a line into the fabric) 
� Wax Paper 
� Paper Towels 
� Masking tape 
� Paint Brushes of various sizes and other painting tools 
(Bring items that you may have around your home to experiment; at a minimum you may 
use kitchen sponges & Qtips) 
� Ice cube tray and small recycled plastic bowls (for palette) 
� Iron/Ironing board
